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Dear Brother Knights, 

I would like to begin by apologizing for not 
having my article ready for the February bul-
letin. It is needless to say that at that particu-
lar time, my mind was about other things! 
As much as I find change to be life-giving -- 
it always takes a while to get adjusted to a 
new reality. I know that you are aware, I 

have had to move a number of times during my priestly life. I 
have found many of these moves to be challenging, but in 
truth, all of them have been life-giving. Change -- conversion -- 
is one of the principal themes of lent. During these 40 days, 
we are to look at our lives and see what areas of our life need 
to be altered. It's through prayer, fasting, and almsgiving that 
the church invites us to initiate change in our lives. 
 

During the last couple weeks, many of us have been caught up 
in "Olympic Fever", we have been impressed by the athletes 
both on and off of the field -- we have heard stories of what 
they've had to sacrifice in order to get to the podium -- difficul-

ties that they have had to overcome -- commitments that they 
have made to a goal, that only a few of them would attain. For 
many of them, it has been a multiyear time of preparation! 
As Christians, we have lent as a time of preparation; we are 
not preparing for an earthly prize -- a medal -- we are preparing 
for eternal life and our entry into it -- A Crown of Glory. Like 
the athletes in the Olympics, we need to take a look at how we 
are doing -- what needs to be changed, how can we improve. 
  
By the time you get this newsletter, lent will be more than half 
over -- it's never too late to start. Take a look at how much 
time you have left until the great feast of Easter. Then make a 
commitment to prayer, to fasting, and to almsgiving. Think 
about one thing in your life -- the most significant thing in 
your life that you would like to change -- and then take the 
first step in bringing about a change. The longest journey be-
gins with that first step...
